Reading of the Commissioners calendar: Bonnie Fogerty, read the weekly calendar.  
Purchase orders and accounts payable warrants: Commissioner Larson made a MOTION to approve purchase orders and accounts payable checks #266804 thru #267006 totaling $1,557,095.09 dated 09/19/2016 thru 09/23/2016. And purchase orders and accounts payable checks #267007 through #267196 totaling $567,555.68 dated 09/26/2016 thru 09/30/2016.  In addition, payroll checks #79456 through #79961 were issued totaling $163,566.39 and direct deposits were made totaling $1,097,856.25 for a payroll total of $976,481.78 for the month of August 2016.
