FLOODPLAIN PERMIT PROCEDURE
1) The Floodplain Administrator shall provide and explain the floodplain the floodplain permit application and certification forms, the permit procedure, and the types of data required to be submitted, to any party requesting a permit.
2) The applicant shall be responsible for filing the necessary documents with the Floodplain Administrator.  The application shall be typed or printed in black ink.  The filing for a permit shall include:  a fully completed application, along with all necessary documentation as previously determined by the Floodplain Administrator, a permit fee of $100.00 and a phone number where a responsible party can be reached during normal business hours in regard to any questions that may arise from review of the application.  The Floodplain Administrator has full authority to determine whether an application meets filing requirements.  Once the application has been accepted, the Floodplain Administrator shall place a legal notice in the newspaper and notify adjacent landowners by first class mail that a floodplain permit has been applied for and that fifteen (15) days to comment on the issuance of the permit.  If the comments warrant it, a hearing may be held to determine if the proposed issuance or denial of a permit is in accordance with adopted rules and regulations.
3) The Floodplain Administrator shall render a decision on the permit request within sixty (60) days of the accepted filing of the application.  A decision to: approve, approve with conditions or deny the permit may be made.  If the permit is approved, it shall also include a time deadline for the completion of all work.

4) If the permit is approved, the Floodplain Administrator shall on, or soon after, the deadline date for work completion, conduct an on-site inspection.  Items which do not conform to permit conditions will be brought to the attention of the applicant for immediate corrective action.  Applicants, prior to occupancy or the on-site inspection, must provide to the Floodplain Administrator one of the fully completed certifications that are required below:
a) Elevation Certificate – Certification by a licensed surveyor, engineer or architect of the elevation of the lowest floor of the structure, including basement and/or attached garage
b) Flood Proofing Certification – Certification by an engineer or architect that flood proofing elevations and other requirements have been met.
